The Time Signature appears at the beginning of the music after the clef sign (Treble or Bass). There are always TWO NUMBERS.

The upper number tells how many beats (or counts) are in each measure.  The lower number shows you what gets the beat.

For example:
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 This means that there are FOUR (4) beats per measure. The 4 on the bottom shows you that the quarter note gets the beat.
