1.  Use the “Media Awareness” handout with the 20 techniques for advertising and find an example for each one in the magazine or newspaper. (Value 20) (NOT from the INTERNET)
a. Cut out the advertisements and glue onto piece of paper. 

b. For each advertisement, write a complete sentence to explain the technique it   represents and give proof of how it applies to the ad.

c. Include a title page with the following information: Title – Advertising Techniques Project, The name of each person in your group, the date, and the Teachers name.

2. Individual Mark: Each student will be given a participation mark for work done in class. (Value 10)
3. Presentation:  Written component: (Value 12)

Answer the following questions in complete sentences:
a. List the top 3 techniques most commonly used in the magazine you looked through. Why do you think these are used?
b. In your group’s/individual opinion, which technique is the most effective? Why?
c. Which technique appeals to high school students the most? Why?
d. Find an advertisement your group/individual finds offensive and glue onto a piece of paper. Explain, in detail why you feel it is offensive?
e. Find an advertisement directed at teenagers and glue onto a piece of paper. Explain in detail how it is directed at teenagers. 
f. Advertisements are often misleading. Find an ad that seems misleading to you and glue onto paper. Explain, in detail, why?

Grading System:

1. If you have each of the 20 advertising techniques labeled correctly you will receive 10 marks.

2. If you have a sentence describing each of the 20 techniques then you will receive 10 marks. 
3. Title page is work 2 marks with all the information listed above.
4. If each student behaves in class, and participates, in LOW voices then you will receive an additional 10 marks, however if people are off task and not doing their work, they will lose marks also. I will keep a tally on my perception of class behavior. 

5. If you answer each of the 6 questions in section 3 then you will receive 12 marks.
