Minor Scales
· Each major scales has a relative minor

· They are related because they have the same key signature.

Minor scales are also named for their starting note. 
(a minor starts on a, g# minor starts on g#.)

· A relative minor is found 3 semi-tones below OR 2 letter names below its relative major.

· Example: 

· the relative minor of E major is c# minor

· the relative minor of G major is e minor

· the relative minor of F# major is d#minor

REMEMBER:

· the starting note comes from the minor

· the Key signature comes from the major

There are 3 types of Minor Scales:

· Natural minor – as is

· Melodic minor – raise the 6th and 7th going up, lower them coming back

· Harmonic minor – raise the 7th
